My
father served right through the
First World War as a member of
the then, Army Service Corps
and survived to become a civilian
instructor for the Army in the
Second World War. In common
with most men of my generation,
| had to do National Service.
Although | saw no active service,
four of my colleagues on ‘51
Course’, of which | was a
member, lost their lives during
training exercises. All of them
aged around 21 years old. So, |
was particularly grateful to be
able to present the
commemorative wreath on behalf
of the Club at the War Memorial
during Swaffham’s
Remembrance Sunday Parade.

After centuries of strife and
misery the world

knows that war creates as many
problems as it solves. Yet until
we discover the way to prevent
autocratic leaders from enslaving
the lives of those they are
supposed to serve, | believe we
have to be prepared to stand
against such people, with our
lives if that must be.

Rotary’s way of
encouraging and creating
opportunities for people of all
nationalities and persuasions to
meet and work together is surely
the right sort of activity to
eventually bring about a world
wide environment in  which
tyranny and hopefully, wars are a
thing of the past.

One of the more important
Club activities | was involved in
this month, was our scatter visit
to Norwich Centennial Club,
arranged by Dennis. Malcolm,
Alan, Nigel and myself,
accompanied him to a meeting,
which, no doubt, gave us a



glimpse of Rotary in the future. |
counted seventeen attendees for
the Club itself, eleven ladies and
six men, four of whom were there
for the first or second time. We
sat informally around a single
table made up by pushing four
large round tables together.

November is the Rotary Foundation
Month.

The Rotary Foundation started in
1917 when Rotary International’s
sixth President Arch Klumph,
proposed the creation of an
"endowment fund” for Rotary to do
good in the world in the form of
charitable, educational, and other
avenues of community service. It
was not until after the passing of
Rotary Founder Paul P. Harris in
1947 that the Rotary Foundation
would reach the world importance
that it has today.

The Rotary Foundation supports the
efforts of Rotary International to
achieve world understanding and
peace through international
humanitarian, educational, and
cultural exchange programs. It is
supported by contributions from
Rotarians and friends of the
Foundation who share its vision of
a better world. Its expenses are
born solely by the interest earned
on its contributions over a three
year period.

Ask anyone who has been touched
by the Rotary Foundation just how
important it is, and each response
will be similar. For young parents in
Afghanistan, it was a life-saving
immunization for their five-month-
old son. To awoman with seven
children in Malaysia, it was a loan to
start a sewing business that
enabled her to feed her children. To
North Koreans, it was an ambulance
that equipped a hospital to be able
to take care of them. To thousands
of college students in almost every
country in the world, it was the
chance to study abroad, with all
expenses paid, and learn their
educational specialty up close and
personal. Grants are also awarded
to university teachers to teach in
developing countries and for
exchanges of business and
professional people.



The Rotary Foundation had US$73
million contributed in 2000-01. But,
that’s not what The Rotary
Foundation is all about. Its event-
filled 85 years has been a story of
Rotarians learning the value of
service to humanity, and the
citizens of the earth benefiting from
that service. The Humanitarian
Programs of the foundation help
fuel international Rotary projects to
improve the quality of life, providing
health care, clean water, food,
education, and other essential
needs primarily in the developing
world.

Rotary’s most famous humanitarian
program is Polio Plus, which seeks
to eradicate the polio virus world
wide. You can read about the Rotary
Foundation on our website at
www.rotaryhistoryfellowship.org/fo
undation.

The impact of two World Wars
during the first fifty-year history of
Rotary made many leaders around
the world think about how to settle
international disputes without
resorting to bloodshed. In this
spirit, Rotary sponsored a
conference in London during
November 1943, with ministers of
education and observers from
twenty-one governments many in
exile in London) for the purpose of
starting an organization for
international educational and
cultural exchange after the
conclusion of the war. Later that
same year, they started to lay plans
for what later became UNESCO and
two years later evolved into the
United Nations.

Rotary participated in the United
Nations Charter Conference in San
Francisco 1945. Twelve prominent
Rotarians influenced the humane
aspects of the United Nations
Charter. Participating Rotarians in
San Francisco helped to re-write the

preamble (We the peoples rather
than we the states) and articles on
ECOSOC.

Rotary International was granted
consultative status at the United
Nations and through the 60 years of
the United Nations existence,
prominent Rotarians have served as
observers at various important
meetings. The main role, which has
been exercised with great
effectiveness, has been to
disseminate information around the
world about the United Nations.
