The end of year accounts (to the end of
June) were presented and subject to minor
aterations in the Directors’ Report were
approved for signing.

We have now sold 188 Bears, six of which
have been sold by a Retailer with whom
we recently set up adeal. In recent
conversations with Steiff a hope was
expressed that this line of action could be
extended to include the top 10 Steiff
accounts.
